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1) Nobel Chemistry Prize

15-10-2019 07:00

John B. Goodenough, M. Stanley Whittingham, and Akira Yoshino won this year’s Nobel
Prize in chemistry. They created a lithium-ion battery. It is a device that people across the
world use every day in their electronic devices such as cellphones, laptops, or electric
vehicles.

Wittingham developed the first battery in the 1970s. However, it was too explosive. Later,
Goodenough doubled the voltage of the battery. In 1985, Yoshino created the first lithium-
ion battery which could be charged over and over.

The Nobel Prize Committee says that this battery is a great benefit to all people. It means
the start of a wireless society without fossil fuels.

2) Protests in Iraq

14-10-2019 15:00

Last week, protests started in Baghdad and other Iraqi areas. The protests
were peaceful at first, but they became violent. Iraqi police started to shoot demonstrators
and over 100 people died. News organization Reuters says that 6,000 people were hurt.

People protest against corruption and problems with basic services. Also, they are not
happy that there are a lot of people without jobs.

The reaction of the Iragi government was very strong. The government said that people
cannot stay outside at night, and they cannot use the Internet

A commission wants human rights for Iraqi people. It is important that they can speak
freely. The commission also wants demonstrations without force

3) Big Iinsect Problem
10-10-2019 15:00

Insects are important because they are food for other animals, and they
also pollinate plants. Without insects, many animals will die, and it will be hard for people

to grow crops.

There is a new study which says that the number of insects is falling. Every year, there are
2.5 per cent less insects. If this goes on, there will be 25% less insects in 10 years. This
would be a big problem.

People think that there are less insects because the planet is getting warmer. People also
use chemicals in farming, so that can be a reason, too. _



4) Ireland After Brexit

10-10-2019 07:00

UK Prime Minister Boris Johnson criticizes the previous Brexit proposals. He has his own
plan for the problem with the Irish border. The UK must leave the European Union on
October 31st, so Johnson must act quickly.

There are two countries on the island of Ireland — Ireland and Northern Ireland. Ireland is a
part of the European Union, and Northern Ireland is a part of the UK. Johnson wants to
create a special area where these two countries can trade openly.

Johnson says that the previous Brexit proposals are not good for the future of the UK
because the UK must follow European custom rules. The president of the European
Union, Jean-Claude Juncker, welcomed Johnson's idea. However, he said that there are
still some problems with it.

5) Masks at Hong Kong Protests

09-10-2019 07:00

Hong Kong is under pressure over the last four months. Protesters, who are in favor of
democracy and are against the current government, wear masks to protect their identities.
The Hong Kong government used the colonial-era Emergency Regulations Ordinance to
stop the use of face masks. If protesters do not respect the law they can get a fine, and
they can be sent to prison for a year. A police officer can ask a person to remove the mask.
If the person refuses, he can pay a fine, and he could be sent to prison for six months.

The government said some people can use masks for medical, professional, or religious
use.

6) Children and Electronics
08-10-2019 15:00

An agency in the UK reports that children are using electronic devices more and more.
Some 3 to 4-year-old children use a tablet over an hour a day.

Some 12 to 15-year-old children spend many hours a week on the Internet, and many use
their phones in bed.

Psychologists say that parents need to set rules when and where their children can use
their devices.

There is no ideal limit to using electronic devices, but the advice is to keep it low. ; ?
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7) Paris Police Attacks

08-10-19 07:00

Last Thursday in Paris, there was a knife attack at a police headquarters. Four people died
during the attack and another person was hurt. French authorities said that the killer was a
man of 45 years old who worked at the police department since 2003.

The police managed to shoot and kill the man. The police said that the man never had
strange behavior before. It was also unclear how the man passed through the metal
detectors with a knife.

Paris Mayor, Ane Hildago, wrote on Twitter messages of condolences to the families of the
victims of the attack, and she showed appreciation for the police work to protect the city.

8) Barbies and Gender

04-10-2019 07:00

Mattel created the Barbie doll in 1959. Over the years, it has changed styles, but its body
shape was too perfect. People said that Mattel pushed an unrealistic beauty standard.

However, now Mattel has new and very different dolls. Kids can choose their doll's gender,
hair color, skin color, clothing, and accessories. They can choose
how masculine or feminine their doll is.

Mattel also changed Ken, Barbie’s boyfriend, and created a doll with a fake leg and a doll
in a wheelchair. ’

9) Public Transport

12th October, 2019

The UK government is thinking about banning food and drink on public transport. The plan
is to ban eating and drinking on trains and buses.

It is not popular with people. They say governments should not control what people can
eat and drink on public transport. Many people said it is an example of the UK becoming a
"nanny state" - a country that wants to control people's lives.

The UK's Chief Medical Officer said the plan was necessary to help halve obesity in
children by 2030. It is also to help people make healthier lifestyle choices.




10) Octoberfest 2019 Begins

27-09-2019 07:00

The Oktoberfest for 2019 started. The mayor of Munich opened the festival, and the first
glass of beer was filled. Millions of party lovers travel to Munich each September and they
visit the most famous beer festival.

People will drink more than 7 million litres of beer this year. The festival is 15 days long.
People can enjoy the festival in 38 big tents. They can also visit some historical tours.

11) City for Walking

24-09-2019 15:00

The city of Pontevedra in the northwest of Spain is great for walking and cycling. Most cars
are banned in the city centre, and 73 per cent of journeys in the city are made on foot or by
bike.

Since the 1990s, the city has been changing. Seventy per cent of public space is for
people and only 30 per cent for cars. There has not been a deadly road accident since
2001, and the CO2 emission levels dropped by 67 per cent since the 1990s.

12) France’s Heatwave

18-09-2019 15:00

According to France’s health ministry, almost 1,500 people died this summer because of
two record—-breaking heatwaves. The temperatures went as high as 45.5 degrees
Celsius.

Health officials say that the number is about 1,000 more deaths than normal for the
summer, and many of the victims were older than 75 years old.

However, a health official said that France prevented a higher number of deaths. Many
big parks and swimming pools stayed open, and officials opened “cool rooms” in Paris.

The June heatwave set very high temperatures in seven other European countries. Due to
the higher temperatures, more Europeans are buying air conditioners.
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13) Cows and Climate Change

11-09-19 15:00

In the USA, many people like to eat beef. Beef production uses a lot of resources and
gives off more carbon dioxide than other meat production or foods like rice or potatoes.

People worry that the carbon dioxide is leading to climate change, so it may be good for
people to eat less beef.

American Democratic candidates are thinking about this carbon footprint problem.
However, beef production makes less pollution than energy or transportation.

14) Turtles and Plastic

05-09-2019 15:00

Water deposits plastic waste from all over the world on Kenya’s beaches. That is a big
problem for turtles as many of them eat the plastic because they think that it is jellyfish,
and then they die.

A new report found that young turtles die more often than adults because of plastic.
Moreover, when there are a lot of plastics on beaches, turtles cannot lay eggs. When the
baby turtles born on beaches with plastics, they cannot get to the ocean.

Out of every 1,000 turtles borned, only one grows into adulthood, according to the WWF.

15) Amazon on Fire

28-08-2019 07:00 \\/

There are currently hundreds of fires in the Amazon rainforest. The rainforest covers over
2.5 million square miles, so people have to use satellites to find the fires.

However, when they find a fire, it is difficult to fight it. There are few roads and the
rainforest is so big that many fires cannot be controlled.

It is normal to see some fires in the Amazon, but right now there are 83% more fires than
this time in 2018. The president of the International Association of Wildland Fire said that
this year's fires “are a catastrophe of global proportions.”

The Brazilian government is trying to deal with the wildfires, but the country’s president,
Jair Bolsonaro, said that he does not have the resources to fight the current wildfire. He is
thinking about sending soldiers to help fight the fires.
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16) Small Dog Helps a Girl

23-08-2019 15:00

The chihuahua is a small type of dog. It may be small but it can be very brave. One
chihuahua helped a small girl when she was attacked by a pit bull.

The chihuahua came to help the girl and managed to get the aggressive dog away from
her. People caught the pit bull and they will kill it. The girl has terrible injuries and she will
need hours of surgery. But if the chihuahua had not helped her, it could have been much
Worse.

17) Plastic Bags

21-08-2019 07:00

The German Environment Ministry is working on laws to ban plastic bags. The minister
said that she wants Germany to “get out of the throw-away society” and use less plastic.

The ministry says that people started using fewer plastic bags in 2016. This was thanks to
an agreement with businesses. The ban is the next step.

The EU said last year that it is going to ban single-use plastics in 2021. In the New York
state in the USA, most plastic bags will be banned next year.

18) Tourists in Maya Bay

19-08-2019 15:00

Maya Bay in Thailand was in the media in 1999 when Hollywood arrived there to film ‘The
Beach'. One of the film’s actors was Leonardo DiCaprio.

Due to the movie, tourists started coming to the beach there. As many as 4,000
visitors used to arrive on boats every day.

Since there were so many tourists, the natural life was ruined. To protect the beach, i.
people closed it now for four months. When it reopens by the end of September, only v

2,000 visitors a day will be allowed to the beach.

19) Animals on Planes

19-08-2019 07:00

The American Department of Transportation sent out guidelines for airlines and
passengers. The department says that airlines can no longer ban specific types of cats or
dogs.

For instance, this is something that Delta Air Lines did last year. It banned “pit bull type
dogs” because some employees were bitten by them. However, airlines can still say that
they will not take an animal on board if it looks dangerous.

For example, passengers who need the help of service animals do not have to let airlines
know in advance that they are taking the animal. However, if you are bringing an animal
for “emotional support”, you have to let the airline know ahead of time.

20) Women Spacewalk

23-10-2019 07:00

NASA astronauts, Christina Koch and Jessica Meir, made history on Friday morning, as
they were the first women to go on a spacewalk without men. It was Jessica’s first and
Christina’s 4th time going on a spacewalk.

Their mission was to replace battery parts on the International Space Station which were
not functioning properly. In March, NASA decided to send two women to spacewalk, but
there was a problem with the prepared spacesuits. They would not fit Koch and another
astronaut, Anne McClain, so Nick Hague, took McClain’s place. People had

negative reactions to this change.

Before this mission, only 14 women went on a spacewalk, and men were always with
them.

21) Uber Cuts Jobs

21-10-2019 15:00

The company Uber has left 350 employees without a job. A spokesperson confirmed the
news to CNN. Uber’s CEO sent an email to the employees on Monday.

In this email, he announced that they must leave the company. This information affects
many teams in the company. About one percent of all employees have to leave the
company.

The company already dismissed some employees in previous months. In September, 435

employees left, and in August, 400 people left. m
